EMERALD TO CHARTERS

range on our right, we arrive at
Charters Towers, an Aussie country
town with a rich history dating back
to the opening of the Outback.

We will have a town tour which will
include numerous historic buildings
such as its Stock Exchange, which
at one time set the world gold price,
and the Venus Battery, where
fortunes were made refining the
gold ore.

In the evening we will have a BBQ,
an Aussie tradition, at our lodge.

En route to the coast, we will stop at Mareeba. While there you have the option Resort
of seeing the warbird collection, and taking an optional joy ride, or travelling Hotel
into town to visit Coffee Works, which combines a fascinating coffee museum
and gift shop with a wonderful sampling of different coffees and chocolates.

After Mareeba we have a short leg, across the coastal range to picturesque
Cooktown. After check-in, relax and enjoy the view of the Daintree River from
your hotel balcony.

Today will start with a fascinating tour with
Willie Gordon, a local aboriginalfit e a ¢
or elder.

A tip: the view from the
peak is well worth the effort.

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COOKTOWN TO PORT DOUGLAS Penninsula

Enjoy a short but spectacular flight down the coast. We fly past Port Douglas Eo_ltmlq@
and land at Cairns. From there we are driven back to Port Douglas, where two Hotel
World Heritage sites meet: the Daintree Rainforest and the Great Barrier Reef.
[t& the only place in the world where two such sites meet.

Our accommodation is a boutique hotel, right on 4-mile Beach and just a short
walk to downtown where there many shops and pubs worth checking out.

The remainder of the afternoon is at your leisure. You may want to linger long
enough to hear the cacophony of birds in the late afternoon.

Dinner will be at the hotel.

PORT DOUGLAS

Today we will take a full-day trip to the
Great Barrier Reef. There are a
variety of ways to experience the reef;
snorkelling, diving, glass-walled semi-
submersible boats, a glass-walled
tunnel and helicopter rides. You can
even join a snorkelling group with a
marine biologist as a guide.

A buffet lunch aboard the floating
platform is included.

We return to the mainland by late
afternoon. Once back in town, the
evening is at your leisure to dine and
explore as you wish.
